The
proposed FY11 budget for academic year 7/10 I 6/11
reflects a 2.44% DECREASE from this year. In order
to offset the $600,000 increases in instructional and
support services, the budget was reduced by over
$750,000 in areas such as staffing, transportation,
and supplies.
